BELGIUM
Leifman’s Fruit Beer – 4.2% ABV – A highly refreshing fruit beer that is delightfully sweet with the sparkle of Champagne 
and freshness of a nicely chilled glass of wine @ £3.50 PER PINT

CZECH REPUBLIC
Staropramen – 5% ABV – A full-bodied, high quality Czech pilsner. A rich hop aroma, soft malty flavour and quenching 
bitter finish very refreshing on the palate @ £3.50 PER PINT
Budvar Dark 4.7% ABV – A dark lager recently voted the ‘best lager in the world’@ £3.50 PER PINT
Kozel – 4.8% ABV - This highly hopped beer recognised worldwide as a great lager beer. Has a pleasantly bitter taste, 
gentle malt and hops aroma and a perfect sparkle @ £3.50 PER PINT

GERMANY
Warsteiner – 4.9% ABV – This is the nearest to a national brand in Germany. Soft, tangy and herbal to the nose. 
Bittersweet, full bodied and hoppy to the palate. Finish is firmly bitter, dry and lemon hoppy @ £3.50 PER PINT
Erdinger Weiss Bier- 5.3% ABV – Medium gold in colour this wheat beer is creamy and dense to the taste. To the nose 
is citrussy, clean and crisp @ £3.50 PER PINT

IRELAND
Guinness – 4.1% ABV – Available from both bars @ £3.40 PER PINT

ITALY
Birra Moretti – 4.6% ABV – Made in the traditional way – production has remained unchanged since 1859. Straw 
coloured and slightly malted taste @ £3.50 PER PINT

NETHERLANDS
Oranjeboom – 5% ABV – The beer pours to a golden body with visible carbonation and a foamy white head. The aroma 
is sweet grain with some orange hops. The palate is smooth and easy to drink @ £3.50 PER PINT

PORTUGAL
Sagres – 5.1% ABV – This brand was created in 1940. Produced from 100% natural ingredients. Moderately rich, it has a 
dry and pleasantly bitter taste. Golden in colour @ £3.50 PER PINT

ENGLAND
Timothy Taylor Landlord – 4.3% ABV – Light flavoursome. A classic Yorkshire bitter @ £3.00 PER PINT
Fullers London Pride – 4.1% ABV – Amber ale with bags of flavour @ £3.00 PER PINT
